What is the purpose of an Oral Reading Record?

The purpose of an ORR is to capture reading behaviors during authentic reading, document student reading

progress, help plan instruction, and collect valuable data. Oral reading records indicate student progress in

response to reading instruction, identify current needs, and indicate the student's overall reading proficiency.

Oral reading records also help establish reading levels so that you understand where to place a student in

reading groups. These assessments give you insight into each student's use of decoding skills, comprehension

skills, and fluency. You will be able to determine which skills your student may be struggling with and then tailor

your instruction.
