Learning Sight Words

Sight word mastery is crucial for your child’s success as a reader. Many
sight words cannot be sounded out (decoded). Therefore, they must be
memorized! Sight words also represent some of the most common words
in written language. Students will encounter them over and over again on
a daily basis, so mastery of them will aid students in fluent reading. This
list will help your child maintain sight word knowledge over the summer.

IHow can you help your child maintain their sight words? Iere are some
fun and creative ways:

e [Ilashcards - write each word on a piece of paper or index card for
easy praclice

e Build words with playdoh

e Sidewalk chalk

e Bounce a ball while you read and spell each word

e Word Hunt - spread word cards around the house and have vour
child look for them and read cach word as they find them

e \Wrile the words using colorful markers or pencils

e Decorate a beach ball with the words and cach time you “catch” the
ball read a word

e Read the word lists in funny voices

Students who have mastery arce able to focus their attention on the sounds
that each letter makes. The more automatic correct letter formation, the
more cfficiently they can focus on encoding words The more
aulomalically a person is able to pul words on paper, the easieritis lo
focus on idcas.

[How can vou help your child practice their handwriting?

e ['ollow the handwriting guide that is provided on the first page of the
handwriting packet for correct pencil grip and proper posture
e [lave your student place their pencil on the dot and follow the
direction of the arrows
e [lave vour child sav the sound that the letter makes as they are
writing it. For example, as the student is writing the letter ¢, they are
saving the letter sound /¢/. Do not have the student say the name of
the letter.
e Once your child has practiced their handwriting on a packel. have
them continue to practice in fun ways!
o Wrile the lelters with sidewalk chalk
o Trace the lelters in sand

o Write the letters in colorful markers or pencils
